HOMEWORK POLICY

1. Purpose and Vision
At our school—rooted in the Catholic tradition—we believe that education is a partnership between home, school and parish. As a Catholic primary school, we recognise that parents and carers are the primary spiritual educators of their children. The school’s role is to support, enrich and extend that home‑based formation.

Homework plays a valuable role when it:
- reinforces and consolidates learning undertaken in class;
- encourages independence and responsibility;
- strengthens the partnership between school, home and faith.

As a Catholic school we also wish for homework to:
- support spiritual growth and family prayer life;
- engage children in meaningful family‑based faith moments.

2. Homework Expectations
Teachers will set the following homework for their students
- Reading every weekday evening.
- Spelling/phonics weekday daily practice.
- Maths consolidation weekday daily practice 
- Weekly English task reinforcing classroom skills.
- Weekly RE homework invitational activity to support family‑faith moments as well as the child’s ongoing spiritual formation.

Additional tasks:
- Occasionally set tasks linked to learning or special projects.

3. Why We Set Homework
We believe that homework…
- Supports progress through consolidation.
- Develops independence and self‑discipline.
- Fosters home‑school partnership.
- Helps fulfil national expectations for school learning.

4. Expectations of the teachers
- Set purposeful, clear and manageable homework.
- Monitor completion and provide feedback.
- Support families facing barriers to homework.
- Promote well-being and avoid overload.
- Ensure homework is adapted, when needed, to the needs of the individual. 

5. Expectations of Pupils
- Read daily and return books each day.
- Complete spellings, maths and English tasks
- Return homework by deadlines.

6. Expectations of Parents/Carers
- Support daily reading and discussion.
- Provide reasonable space for homework.
- Encourage completion of tasks.
- Engage with RE invitation when possible.
- Communicate difficulties with teachers.

7. Time-guidelines
- Daily homework: approx. 10–15 minutes plus reading.
- Weekly English: 20–30 minutes.
- RE invitation: flexible and optional.
(Each class teacher will set a homework deadline date which will vary from classroom to classroom)

8. Monitoring and Review
- Leadership reviews homework expectations annually.
- Feedback from parents, pupils and staff help inform this.
- If required, adjustments are made to ensure equity and effectiveness.

9. Conclusion
Homework at St Teresa’s strengthens learning, independence and faith. We thank parents and carers for their continued support as partners in their child’s education.
